The predetermined wage increase effective on November 26, 2012, for the classification(s) listed below have 
been reduced and modified as follows:  
 

Sound Installer (First Shift) – from $0.52 to a total increase of $0.50: $0.38 to Health and Welfare and $0.12 to 
Pension. 
 
Sound Installer (Second Shift) – from $0.60 to a total increase of $0.50: $0.38 to Health and Welfare and $0.12 
to Pension. 
 
Sound Installer (Third Shift) – from $0.68 to a total increase of $0.50: $0.38 to Health and Welfare and $0.12 
to Pension. 
 
Sound Technician (First Shift) – from $0.51 to a total increase of $0.50: $0.38 to Health and Welfare and $0.12 
to Pension. 

 
Sound Technician (Second Shift) – from $0.59 to a total increase of $0.50: $0.38 to Health and Welfare and 
$0.12 to Pension. 

 
Sound Technician (Third Shift) – from $0.67 to a total increase of $0.50: $0.38 to Health and Welfare and $0.12 
to Pension. 

 
With the exception of the modification stated above, all of the predetermined wage increases and effective 
dates applicable to the above referenced craft/classification and prevailing wage determinations remain 
unchanged.
