HOLIDAYS 

Section 3. HOLIDAYS – The recognized holidays shall be: New Year's Day, Martin 
Luther King Day, President's Day, Memorial Day, Juneteenth National Independence 
Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Eve 
and Christmas Day. When a holiday falls on a Saturday, the preceding Friday shall be 
observed as a holiday. When a holiday falls on a Sunday the Monday following shall be 
observed as a holiday. No work shall be performed during any hour of the twenty-four 
(24) hours of Labor Day. 

(a) DESIGNATED DAYS OFF – In addition to the foregoing recognized holidays, there 
shall be seven (7) designated days off per contract year: September 1, 2023, November 
24, 2023, December 29, 2023, February 16, 2024, April 1, 2024, May 24, 2024, June 
14, 2024, July 5, 2024, August 30, 2024, November 29, 2024, December 23, 2024, April 
21, 2025, May 23, 2025, June 20, 2025, July 7, 2025, August 29, 2025, November 28, 
2025, December 26, 2025, January 2, 2026, February 13, 2026, April 3, 2026. 
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
